
Creating Tests and Quizzes with Markup Text 
 

1. Go to “Tests and Quizzes” in Sakai and click, “Add”. 
 

 
 
2. Name the assignment, select “Create using markup text”, and click “Create”. 
 

 
3. Paste or type the questions into the text field. You can see “Instructions & Examples” for more information 
on correctly formatting questions. Click “Next” when done. 
 

 
 



4. On the next page you can verify if all of the questions look correct. If there are any issues, you can click 
“Back” to fix. If it ready, click “Create Assessment” or “Create Question Pool”.  
 

 
 
5. Now, go to the “Actions” menu next to the quiz item and select “Settings”. 
 

 
 
6. Under “Availability and Submissions” note that you can control when students can take the test by setting 
the fields “it is available” and “it is due” and limiting the number of submissions allowed. You can also set a 
time limit. 
 

 
 
 
 



7. If you would like to prevent students from being able to go back to the “Table of Contents” and thereby 
decrease the chance of collaboration, select “Linear access to questions with NO return to previous pages”. 
When you are done configuring the test, click “Save Settings and Publish”.
